Tea Time…Green Tee That Is 
Please check the Yoot Shoot website for your Friday tee times on The Fountains course.  
(See the SUB MENU on left side of main entrance page)  You are expected arrive at least 30 
minutes prior to your scheduled tee time.  (Remember that you have FREE use of the 
practice facilities each day!)  For those driving up on Friday morning, it is approx. a 3.5 drive 
including a few stops. (from the Troy area)  There are groups already scheduled directly after 
our tee times, so don’t be late or you may have to wait until an open tee time is available.  
Goody bags and information packets will be in marked carts upon your arrival.  I want to 
stress that there are a few NEW talent holes this year, so please READ the rules in the 
information pack prior to playing the hole.   
Saturday’s tee times will be based on your Friday score.  Tee times will be from worst to best 
score starting at 10:10am on the Swampfire course.  The tee times will be posted or 
announced after the scores are tallied from Friday’s round.
